Brief: In June the SU presented suggestions and a draft plan for the restructure of schools.

After March 2018, the rejection of a district school must be decided by town vote in all MUUD districts. Windham cannot be forced to join the MUUD. The State Board will recommend to the MUUD to accept Windham if the State Board accepts the interim secretary’s recommendation. 
Due to the assumption of other town’s debt, Carolyn P. expressed concern that a merger with the West River MUUD would increase the tax rate and costs for the Windham property tax payer. Both Bill A. and Laurie G. agreed.
Old Business: Carolyn P. and Mary B. went to the Select Board meeting in July and presented the WES alternative governance structure application as well as the interim secretary’s recommendation to the State Board.
